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Professor Manuel Hassassian,
Executive Vice President of Bethlehem
University, was recently appointed as
Ambassador/Palestinian General Delegate
to the United Kingdom by the Palestinian
President Mahmoud Abbas. During his
tenure at Bethlehem University Professor
Hassassian made significant scholarly
contributions in the field of political science
with the publication of over 100 reviews,
articles and chapters, including Palestinian
Political Culture, Civic Society and the
Concept of Citizenship, The Transformation
of Palestinian Civil Society and its Role in
Developing Democratic Trends in the West
Bank and Gaza Strip, and Historical Justice
and Compensation for Palestinian Refugees.
He has published extensively in academic
journals worldwide on the PLO, the peace
process, democracy and elections, refugees
and civil society in Palestine.
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Professor Edward Kaufman

has been a Senior Research Associate at

the Center for International Development
and Conflict Management (CIDCM) at the
University of Maryland. Since 1991. He has
also been a Senior Research Associate and
the Executive Director of the Harry S. Truman
Research Institute for the Advancement of
Peace at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem
from 1983-2004. Professor Kaufman has
dedicated a great part of his time to applied
research, the teaching and training of conflict
resolution and human rights in Israel and
worldwide. He has authored and co-authored
12 books and more than sixty academic
articles in the area of international relations,
with an emphasis on human rights and
conflict resolution topics, and a regional
specialization on Latin America and the
Middle East, having co-authored in the latter
area with seven Palestinian colleagues.
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
