Committee Chair Position Descriptions:

MIAH Co-Presidents: 

· Organize and plan one meeting per month with MIAH Chairs, one meeting per month with Undergraduate Coordinators, and one meeting per quarter with all MIAH members

· Manage MIAH email account, website and contact list
